“Avian Flu (Bird Flu)” – Key Words

Virus (noun): any of a large group of very tiny infectious agents that are too small to be seen with the ordinary light microscope but can often be seen with the electron microscope, that can grow and multiply only in living cells, and that cause important diseases in plants and animals including human beings  

Avian (adjective): of, relating to, or derived from birds 

Influenza (noun): a very contagious virus disease with fever, exhaustion, severe aches and pains, and inflammation of the respiratory tract 

Migrate (verb): to pass from one region or climate to another usually on a regular schedule for feeding or breeding 

Domestic (adjective): living with or under the care of human
