Citing a Book
Author's last name, First name. Title. Publisher, Publisher location. Copyright date. Page numbers.

Citing an Encyclopedia (Not Online)
Author’s Last name, First name. “Title of entry.” Title of Reference Work. Volume number. Date of Edition. 

Citing an Internet Web Site 
Title of Internet Site. Name of editor, compiler, or creator (if known). Date of most recent action. Sponsoring institution/group (if known). Full internet address.
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
