What they are 

Lice are small, brown bugs. They are about the size of a sesame seed or some people say they are as the size of a match-head. They can survive on a person’s head for 30 days and each day they can lay 8 nits. Nits are eggs. Louse is another word for one louse and lice means lots of lice. With their needle like head, they can drink your blood, poking their little needle head in your scalp. Lice have six legs.

Common Symptoms

The common symptom is your head will itch. It is spread by sharing hats, combs, and other stuff that go on your head. A person has lice when you see a living louse on your head, not a nit. You can't catch them from animals. They only live on people. It is communicable because it spreads from person to person. 

Preventions and Curing

The best prevention is for your family to learn how to check your heads. It's called Detection Combing. Detection Combing is when you have to look for the lice with a special comb. The best cure is to get the right lotion from your doctor. Nothing guarantees that it will be cured after 1 time. Sometimes it you have to do it more than once. Some other ways people cure it are by chemical treatment, natural products, combs, shaving, hot air and silicone-based lotions. You can prevent lice by not sharing clothing, brushes, closets or combs.

Myths

A myth is that children are not the only ones to get lice. Adults get them too. Another myth is that lice prefer clean, short hair. The true thing is that they do not mind what type of hair they go on.  Another myth is that lice don't fly, hop, swim, or jump.                                                  Conclusion
