	Causes of the Illness/Disease:

The cause of lice is lice. They have no wings and they feed only on human blood--no other types of blood. Lice are 1-3 mm long. They're usually grayish but when they drink blood, they turn reddish-brown. A louse only lives for 4 weeks. During its life a girl louse lays 50-150 eggs (nits).

	Common Symptoms:

Your head will itch. You may not feel the itch until 3-4 weeks after you know you have Lice. GROSS!!!

The best thing to use is called Permethrin cream rinse. You have to wash your hair twice 7-10 days apart. At the same time, bedding and clothes have to be put into plastic bags for 10 days or washed in very hot water.
