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Dear Third Grade Families,	





Next week our reading selection, Jessi’s Babysitter, comes from the Baby-Sitter’s Club series. As the story progresses, students will begin to realize just how much “help” Jessi is to Jackie as they both try to prepare for the science fair. With this selection, we will practice making predictions, summarizing information, using context clues, drawing conclusions, making inferences, identifying character traits, and making judgments. 


Grammar work will include work on pronouns. The new spelling list will include words with a final /l/ sound.          


This week in health, we have been learning about preventing disease. We’ve learned about communicable and non-communicable diseases, common symptoms of illnesses, the two types of pathogens, and ways to prevent the spread of illness or disease. In the upcoming weeks, each student will be focusing on a specific disease for a technology-based research project. We will work on note-taking strategies, learn how to cite sources, and learn about ways to find reliable information using various resources. 


With the upcoming U.S. Presidential election approaching us, we also began learning about the most important documents that govern our nation. This week, we looked at the Constitution, more specifically, the Preamble to the Constitution. Students worked in pairs using the Pixie program to illustrate a portion of the Preamble. Next week, we’ll learn more about how and why this document and the Declaration of Independence were created. 


This week, students learned about how to use context clues to figure out the meaning of unknown words. Later on this month, students will learn about the 7 keys to comprehension. These strategies will give students some tools for the upcoming TerraNova test in mid-March. 


Students were introduced to strategies for learning multiplication and division facts from 0 to 5 this week. We will continue to learn more strategies and practice the multiplication and division facts with games and manipulatives next week.
