Next week, students will be learning about the “Seven Keys to Comprehension” from our Literacy Facilitator, Ms. Stephenson. Everyday next week, students will learn the comprehension skills they can use to improve their understanding of what they read. We will be using next week’s reading selection, from Encyclopedia Brown Lends a Hand: The Case of the Runaway Elephant to practice the “Seven Keys to Comprehension.” This story is a mystery from the popular Encyclopedia Brown series and will provide students with many opportunities to make inferences using story and picture clues. Students will also be able to identify main ideas and details, summarize what they read, and evaluate fact from fiction. Grammar work will include a review of adverbs, the words that describe verbs. The new spelling list will contain words with suffixes.          


This week, we finished up our study of multiplication and division facts from 0 to 5. Students were also given pretests on the next two chapters we will be studying, Multiplication and Division Facts and Strategies for facts 6-10. We will also be working on solving multi-step problems using graphic organizers. 


Our class did some exploration today to find a few interesting illnesses/diseases they would like to learn more about. Students will soon begin learning how to find and gather reliable information from reference and trade books as well information from the internet. They will be working on this technology-related project throughout the month of February. 


Next week, we will be finishing up our chapter in social studies on America by learning more about the role George Washington played as the First President.
