This story about a young girl who encounters a problem when she loses something belonging to her mother offers opportunities for students to make predictions, use critical thinking and problem solving skills, and explore the relationship between cause and effect. We will also work on usage of main and helping verbs. On the back of this newsletter, you will find next week’s spelling words which consist of words with the letter /f/.     


This week, we continued to work on addition and subtraction of greater numbers as well as estimating sums and differences.
