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Dear Third Grade Families,	





	Thank you to all the parents who joined the third grade classes on the study trip to the Post Office this week. It was neat to go behind the scenes to understand how the local Post Office operates. 


	Next week we will be reading The Girl Who Brought Down the Wind from our Literacy Place anthology. This Chinese folktale tells about a young girl who helps to solve her village’s problem with the wind by using her talents and creativity. Students will explore character, the relationship between cause and effect, and work on drawing conclusions and summarizing. We will also work on using quotation marks in writing. On the back of this newsletter, you will find next week’s spelling words; root words and words with –ed and –ing suffixes.      


Next week, Ms. Barker’s class will review chapters 4 and 6 and students will take a chapter 4 posttest on Tuesday and a chapter 6 posttest on Thursday. Mr. Saunders’ class will take both tests by the end of next week. Students should know how to add and subtract greater numbers, regroup across zeros, find the sum of more than two addends, use a diagram and write an equation to solve problems, and choose a computation method. The next chapter will consist of telling and converting time, calculating elapsed time, and using time lines & calendars.


	Both classes are currently learning about Medicines and Other Drugs and Avoiding Tobacco and Alcohol. Next week we will also be participating in the National Red Ribbon Week activities. Please encourage your child to wear something red in support of this special event on Monday. We will parade around the school at 2:00 and tie red ribbons on the white picket fence in front of the school. You are welcome to come join in the festivities.
