Dear Third Grade Families,	





	Next week, our Literacy Place reading selection is Dragon in the Rocks. This historical fiction takes place two hundred years ago in a town called Lyme Regis. It tells about a young girl whose hobby is collecting fossils with her father. Students will explore setting, make inferences, draw conclusions, summarize, and explore how stories can add a sense of suspense. We will also work on using adverbs. On the back of this newsletter, you will find next week’s spelling list which includes words with the /k/ sound.      


This week, both classes finished up chapters on adding and subtracting greater numbers. Next, we will begin studying concepts related to time which will include: telling time to the nearest minute, converting measures of time, calculating elapsed time, using a calendar and time line, and introducing the problem solving strategy of identifying missing information. 


	Both classes are finishing up chapter 8 in health on Medicines and Other Drugs. We will work on a culminating activity and review what we’ve learned before taking the chapter posttest.  


This week, we continued our unit of study in science on the Changing Environment and will continue to learn about the cause and effect relationship between the environment and living things into the second quarter. We are planning a culminating project to go along with this unit of study. 


Today, OAES had the opportunity to host students from Songtan Elementary School. We had a great time interacting with our guest students while making a class kite in connection with this week’s Literacy Place story, The Girl Who Brought Down the Wind. 


Thank you to the families who donated books to their child’s class library from the PTO Book Fair this week. We appreciate your assistance in helping our class libraries grow by providing a more varied selection of books for students to enjoy.
