	Next week our Literacy Place reading selections come from The Book of Think, Hidden Pictures, and Stories to Solve. These selections offer opportunities for students to use critical thinking and problem solving skills to solve riddles and optical illusions. Students will engage in problem solving strategies and begin to understand that there are a number of ways to solve problems. We will focus on using steps in a process, use critical thinking and problem solving skills, and making predictions. Ms. Barker’s class will be creating a class book on optical illusions. Spelling words consist of words with two letters that make one sound. Next week’s list can be found on the back of the newsletter.    


This week in math, both classes began lessons on chapters 4 and 6. We’re currently working on adding and subtracting greater numbers and are continuing to work on estimating sums and differences. Please continue to work with your child on regrouping in subtraction and checking subtraction with addition.    


In social studies, Ms. Barker’s class has been playing Jeopardy to review chapters 1, 2, and 8 in social studies. Next Wednesday, the class will be taking a test on these three chapters which will cover communities, landforms, and some map skills. Next week, Mr. Saunders’ class will review chapters 1, 2, and 8 in preparation for their test.
