First, I would like to start by thanking all of you for your generous contributions of food and drinks for the Thanksgiving luncheon. Also, a special thank you goes out to Mrs. Bracy, who organized the gathering. It was great to have so many of you join us for the celebration. I hope you were able to leave here with a full stomach. Thank you for making this holiday celebration a success. 


Next week will be a regular five-day school week with students coming to school for only half a day on Friday. The reading selection for the week is Siggy’s Spaghetti Works. The story takes students through the step-by-step process of how spaghetti is made. This selection will give students an opportunity to understand steps in a process, make story predictions, evaluate the author’s purpose, draw conclusions, and identify cause and effect relationships. Grammar work will include revisiting ways to combine sentences. Spelling words with this story consist of words with a vowel and /r/ sound.        


Last week, students began writing stories about Thanksgiving from a turkey’s perspective. Unfortunately, we will need to continue to work on finishing up the stories next week. Students are using the writing process to publish this creative writing piece. We will also continue to work on the adventure stories we started in the first quarter. When we finish these writing projects, I will be posting them on the school’s intranet site. 


We are finishing up our chapter on data and graphs. Next week, we will finish up the chapter 8 lessons, review the concepts we’ve covered, and take a posttest on Friday. Next, we will begin studying multiplication and division. 


In health, we are finishing up our study on Avoiding Tobacco and Alcohol. We will take some time next week to review what we’ve learned before our test.
