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Dear Third Grade Families,	


Next week’s reading selection is Dr. DeSoto, a humorous fiction by William Steig. This story will give students an opportunity to identify different character traits through observation of each characters’ actions and words. By understanding a character’s traits, readers can make better sense of the story and become more aware of a character’s motives. As we read this selection, we will practice using picture clues, identifying, comparing, and contrasting character traits, making inferences and predictions, evaluating the story and making judgments, identifying problems and solutions, and cause and effect relationships. Grammar work will be on the use of apostrophes in possessives. There will not be any new spelling words next week. Instead, we will review concepts covered in this unit and students will take a Unit 3 test.         


Most students have finished the projects we have been working on this week. Next week, we will spend a little more time finishing our water cycle posters. We will also continue working in the computer lab to finish our Type to Learn Lessons and Assessments.    


Next week, we will continue learning and exploring multiplication and division concepts through the use of manipulatives, arrays, and simple games and activities. We have also been learning about multiplication as it relates to both addition and division as well as the relationship between division and subtraction. Before the winter break, students will be taking a chapter test on both multiplication and division concepts.   


Next week, our class will have our last two visits to the portable Star Lab. We will be locating and learning about the constellations as they relate to Native American folklore. We may also find some time next week to compare and contrast the legends and myths of Greek Mythology to the Native American stories.  


Thank you to everyone who was able to come out and support the fundraising efforts of the PTO with the Winter Carnival last Saturday. It was a great success and was enjoyed by many. I would also like to thank the Gause/McKinley family and the Bracy family for helping to decorate our class booth and volunteering their time at the booth during the carnival.
