The beginning of January will be the beginning of many new units of study in our class. We will begin the fourth of our six units in Literacy Place. The fourth unit will consist of stories which are all from a popular series. The first reading selection in the new unit is from The Magis School Bus Hops Home. This story is written as a script. We will take this opportunity to do a readers’ theater performance using this story and will compare and contrast the script to the story on video. The video will also allow students to expand their awareness of the tone and verbal expressions of each character. As we read this selection, we will practice making predictions, summarizing information, identifying character traits, identify the setting, distinguishing between fantasy and reality, and identifying problems and solutions. Grammar work will include a review of verbs. The new spelling list will include words with the long /e/ sound.          


TerraNova testing will soon be upon us. Therefore, when we return from the two week break, I will be working with students on strategies to improve their testing-taking skills. Also at the end of January, the school will be holding a workshop for parents on test-taking strategies to help students in grades 3-6. Please take advantage of this great opportunity to learn how you can help your child achieve success on tests. 


Upon returning from the winter break, we will begin two new chapters in math. These chapters will introduce students to strategies for learning multiplication and division facts from 0 to 5.  We will continue to learn multiplication and division facts and strategies using manipulatives, games, and drills to help students memorize these facts.
