Next week’s reading selection is Fire! In Yellowstone, a science non-fiction about the 1988 fire that spread throughout Yellowstone National Park. This story will give students an opportunity to combine their knowledge of fire safety with photographic images of the fire provided in the story to help students understand the difficulties of fighting forest fires and the importance of fire prevention. As we read this selection, we will practice making inferences and predictions, draw conclusions, analyze information, and identify cause and effect relationships. Grammar work will be on identifying complete subjects and predicates. Spelling words next week will consist of words with spelling patterns.         


This week, we have been working on several small projects and writing pieces. We continued editing and publishing our turkey and adventure stories. We have also been finishing up our steps in a process and are working on health posters to explain the affects of tobacco and alcohol on the body.   


This week, we began learning and exploring multiplication and division concepts through the use of manipulatives. Most kids are excited about learning multiplication and division, but it is important for children to also understand the visual representation and patterns found in these two operations. We will continue to learn and explore these concepts next week.  


We will continue to learn about clouds and storms in science next week. This week, students created and labeled the four main types of clouds and they have also been working on illustrating the water cycle. 


Also this week, our class took advantage of use of the Star Lab and visited the lab to locate modern constellations as well as constellations related to Greek mythology. They learned many stories related to the constellations. We’ll be visiting the Star Lab again in two weeks to learn about the constellations in relation to Native American folklore. 


Don’t miss out on the Winter Carnival tomorrow from noon to 4PM at OAES. The carnival will be held in the school gym and cafeteria and many classes will be sponsoring a booth.
