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Dear Third Grade Families,	





This week, students were given opportunities to practice using the “Seven Keys to Comprehension” introduced by Ms. Stephenson, our school Literacy Facilitator. Students learned that their background knowledge, mental images, and questions were all important components in comprehending what they read. They also learned the importance of making predictions, determining important information, and summarizing what they read as well as some strategies to use when they are experiencing difficulty in understanding. Next week we will continue to practice these comprehension skills when we read the southwestern folk tale, The Three Javelinas. Grammar work next week will include a review of subject-verb agreement and compound sentences. The new spelling list is comprised of words from the story.           


In math, we began learning about square numbers, as well as facts and strategies for learning multiplication and division facts 6, 7, and 8 by using simpler facts and doubling products of 3 and 4. Next week, we will learn the 9 and 10 facts, use the multiplication table as a learning tool, practice finding missing factors, and work on problem-solving involving multi-step problems.  


This week, we practiced some dictionary skills which will help students when they begin researching their disease/illness of interest for the health technology project we will begin next week. Students will learn how to find and gather reliable information from the encyclopedia, trade books, reliable online sources, and databases available through the school. This technology project will be a major focus throughout the month of February. 


We finished up our study of the U.S. Government by talking about the role our first President played and how the three branches of government were created. Next, we will begin learning about the beginnings of our nation’s capital including some important buildings located in the capital city and how the layout of the city became an important part in establishing the nation’s capital. We will also be looking at the history behind some of the memorials located in the nation’s capitol.
