Next week’s reading selection in the fifth unit of our Literacy Place Anthology is Sunken Treasure by Gail Gibbons. This science nonfiction story reveals information related to the search for treasure on the Spanish galleon, Nuestra Senora de Atocha. The story guides readers through the process of searching, recovering, restoring, and preserving artifacts or treasure buried deep in the world’s oceans. Concepts we will cover in this story include identifying main ideas and details, drawing conclusions, making judgments, summarizing, identifying steps in a process, using picture clues, comparing and contrasting, and identifying cause and effect. We will also revisit usage of subject pronouns. The new spelling list consists of words with the short /o/ sound.  


Today, we began chapter 12 in math on multiplication by learning how to multiply 3 numbers. We played a game in class called “Top Three” in which partners took turns choosing 3 cards and multiplying the numbers on the cards to get the product of 3 factors. In chapter 16 on division, we will explore how to find the mean of a set of numbers. Most of the concepts covered in these two chapters will review what we’ve already learned in previous chapters. Therefore, we will not be spending much time on chapter 12 or 16. 


Students are working on developing their skill of   understanding and identifying concept clues and dictionary skills in their guided reading groups. Students are also learning about tessellations and repeating patterns at the math center this week. We looked at works by artist M.C. Escher, who is well-known for the tessellations in his drawings. Student will come up with a design to create a tessellation of their own.  


This week, students began researching the health topic they chose. Students spent some time researching reliable internet sites and taking notes to aid them in writing their article.
