Clues to the Past: A to Z by Patricia and Fredrick McKissack is the Literacy Place selection we will be reading next week. This source is a picture dictionary from a reference book that takes readers through an alphabetical history of artifacts.  Students will learn the historical significance of various objects and have an opportunity to make connections between the objects they see in the story and historical events that have taken place. The connections students make will help them to understand what makes these objects an important part of our history. Concepts we will cover in this story relate to categorizing, organizing, analyzing and evaluating information, drawing conclusions, using picture clues, making inferences, and comparing and contrasting. We will also review the use of commas in a series. The new spelling list consists of words with /oo/ and /yoo/ sounds.  


Next week, we will finish up what we’re learning on how to find the mean of a set of numbers and multiplying 3 factors. Before the end of next week, we will review both chapters and take the chapter tests on these concepts. We will then skip over to the unit on measurement before the Terra Nova testing and then continue our study of multiplication and division in March.


Students are still working on creating their own tessellation design using one small square paper. Creating these tessellations has proved to be more challenging than we originally thought, but the students are very intrigued by this assignment and are continuing to work on them during center time.   


We have been spending time in the computer lab conducting research on the health topics students have chosen. They are currently finding information and taking notes from internet and database sources.   


We are finishing our study of the nation’s capital and will be reviewing concepts related to government and the nation’s capital by playing Jeopardy. Students will be taking a test on chapters 6 and 7 after we’ve had ample time to review the concepts. Have a terrific weekend!		~Ms. Barker~
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
