Pueblo Storyteller by Diane Hoyt-Goldsmith is next week’s Literacy Place reading selection. This photo biography tells the legend of how people came to Earth and depicts the Pueblo people’s search for a homeland. This story will give students an opportunity to practice making predictions and inferences, identify character traits, make connections, analyze information, and identify problems and solutions as well as main ideas and details. We will also review the use of articles ‘a’ and ‘an’ as well as review identification of complete subjects and predicates in sentences. Next week’s spelling list will consist of past and present tense verbs. 


This week the students were tested on multiplication and division concepts from chapters 12 and 16. Yesterday, we began studying measurement with an introduction to the inch ruler. Students were able to practice proper measuring techniques using an inch ruler. We will also work on other units of length to include centimeters, decimeters, meters, and yards. Any further practice at home with measurement will benefit your child for the upcoming Terra Nova. If your child does not have a ruler to use at home, please pick one up over the weekend. In the upcoming week we will spend additional time in class on math to explore units of capacity, mass, weight, and temperature and practice converting customary and metric units. 


Students will continue to spend time in the computer lab conducting research on the health topics they have chosen. They are currently finding information and taking notes from internet and database sources. I am currently working on putting each student’s working document of notes on the class intranet page. You can find this by going to the “Student Work” link. This will allow students to work on their research at home in their spare time.   


Next week we will spend some time reviewing concepts related to the nation’s capital and to the U.S. government. I do not want to give students any major tests during Terra Nova week so after reviewing the material and if students are ready, we will have a social studies test by the end of next week.
