I want to extend my appreciation to all of you for ensuring that your child was well-rested and well-fed for this week’s Terra Nova testing. I am anxious to see the results of this week’s testing before the end of the school year. When the school receives the Terra Nova results, a copy of your child’s results will be sent home to you as well. I would also like to thank Mrs. Bracy for helping Mr. Burk to purchase the snacks and water for not only our class but for the other classes that were also involved in the testing. She was also kind enough to organize and separate the snacks for the entire week for each child which was a huge help.  


This week we played social studies Jeopardy to review the concepts we learned related to our nation’s government. Early next week, there will be a test on chapters 6 and 7. After the test next week, we will start science again. 


Next week’s Literacy Place reading selection is titled Wild and Woolly Mammoths by Aliki. This science nonfiction selection provides students with opportunities to draw conclusions and combine clues from the text, illustrations, and captions with their own background knowledge as they form conclusions about life during the Stone Age. Students can gain a better understanding of how archaeologists use this strategy to study the past. Grammar work will be a review of past tense verbs simple subjects. The new spelling list consists of compound words. 


Your child’s health technology research notes have been posted on the school’s intranet site. I’ve shown them all how to get to the intranet. This site is different from the internet in that it only allows access to students, teachers, and parents of students who attend OAES. You can find your child’s work on our class homepage. If your child works on his/her research at home, the most recently saved version of notes cannot be saved on the intranet, but rather should be sent as an attachment to your child’s gaggle e-mail account or can be sent directly to me. We have been utilizing the computer lab an average of 4-5 days a week for this project. However, several students will still be required to spend additional time at home working on research. 


In addition to a social studies test, the students will also be taking two chapter tests on measurement next week. We will finish up our lessons on measurement with another problem solving strategy and we will learn how to measure temperature before reviewing concepts from both chapters and taking the chapter 21 and 22 tests at the end of week.
