Spring has sprung! So this week, we began science with a discussion to brainstorm the changes that typically occur in the spring and why these changes occur at this time of year. The class went outside to observe signs of spring. We regrouped back inside the classroom to share our findings. We will be learning more about living things and their environments in the upcoming weeks.   


Next week’s Literacy Place reading selection is titled My Father’s Grandfather and the Time Machine by Staton Rabin. This science fiction selection takes readers back in time to learn about the past. This story will provide students with opportunities to make predictions, compare and contrast, use context clues, identify main ideas and details, use picture clues to draw conclusions, and make inferences. We will also use this story as a reader’s theater piece to practice speaking parts using proper intonation. Grammar work will consist of proper use of apostrophes in contractions. Spelling words next week will consist of words from the story. In the final week before Spring Break, we will review concepts from this unit and students will be given the unit five Literacy Place test.  


I have encouraged students to work on their health technology research at home. As I look over their notes, I have found that several students are behind in their research and others will need to look for more varied information. The requirements for this project can be found on the intranet class webpage under “Student Work”. The next upcoming due date is to complete notes on an encyclopedia source, due on March 25th. Some students have spent a considerable amount of time at home to catch up and even move far ahead in their research. This project will be a major portion of your child’s health grade this quarter. Please remind your child that whatever additional work is add to their intranet notes, must be saved on their computer and then sent via e-mail to their Gaggle account or to me. Homework for the weekend will be for students to work on their health technology project at home in order to catch up on their research. At this time, each student should have at least three internet sources and at least one database source, and should currently be working on notes for an encyclopedia source.


Next week, we will begin learning about multiplication and division patterns and estimation of larger numbers.
