This week has been a busy week for us. We spent a lot of time in the computer lab dedicated to finishing our stories for Mike Thaler who will be visiting our school on Monday. The anthology of stories from our class will be given to Mr. Thaler on Monday. If you would like to join us on Monday, 3rd, 4th, 5th, and 6th grade students will be in the gym for an assembly with the author from 10:30 – 11:15. After lunch, Mr. Thaler will visit the third grade classes for a 20 minute question and answer session. 


This week, we read the final Literacy Place selection, My Father’s Grandfather and the Time Machine, from Unit 5. Next week, we will review the concepts we learned throughout this unit in preparation for a unit 5 test before the Spring Break. We will not begin the sixth and final unit of Literacy Place until we return from the break. Therefore, students will not be given a new spelling list for next week. 


Several students have been using their time at home to work on their health research and are now ahead of meeting the deadlines I’ve set. All students should now be working on finding information from a book source. The deadline for this part of the project has been extended to Monday, March 31st. Some students were not able to find a book source here at school and will need to use the base library to find a book source for their research over the weekend. The book source is the final piece of the research needed for this project. If your child works on this project away from school, please remind him/her to cite the source their information is coming from. Students will not be allowed to use any notes from uncited sources when writing their health article. In math, we will continue to work on learning strategies and patterns for multiplying and dividing larger numbers. There will be two more chapters on multiplication and division, but we will continue to review these concepts we’ve already covered.
