Terra Nova testing for third through sixth grade students will begin on Monday, March 10th. Earlier in the week, I e-mailed the third grade testing schedule to all parents. Each grade level will be following their grade-level schedule for next week’s testing. We will begin testing on Monday with the social studies portion of the test, followed by math on Tuesday, reading and language arts on Wednesday, and science on Thursday. Testing will conclude on Thursday morning. There will be no testing next Friday, which is also a half-day of school for students. Please ensure that your child is well-rested and well-fed for this important testing. Results from the testing should arrive in late May or early June this year. A copy of your child’s test results will be sent home to you when they arrive.


Most of our mornings next week will be focused and spent on the Terra Nova testing, therefore I will not be introducing a new reading selection from our anthologies and there will not be any new spelling words for next week. Also, no homework will be given next week.  


After testing each day, we will be working on our health technology projects in the computer lab. The deadline for completing research on the three internet sources is Friday, March 14th. I will try to put the most current copy of each student’s working document on the class intranet page under “Student Work” so that your child can continue searching for information at home. I have also been trying to put the webpage I created to help guide students throughout this project on the intranet. I haven’t had much luck getting it to work properly so please bear with me as I continue to work on this problem. 


In addition to working on the health projects, next week we will play Jeopardy to review concepts related to the nation’s capital and to the U.S. government. We had to put this off because of the Terra Nova practice activities that were conducted in the last two weeks. Students will not be given any tests other than the Terra Nova next week, but after testing has concluded, we will be ready to take a social studies test and a couple math tests. 	


We will continue to review and practice proper measuring techniques using various measurement tools. The students have been introduced to a number of units of measurement related to length, capacity, mass, and weight. We are working on unit conversion and students are also learning the abbreviations associated with each unit of measurement. Every day the kids have been sharing the connections they are making outside of school. This is so wonderful to see and shows the students’ interest in learning more about measurement. 	~Ms. Barker~
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
