Dear Third Grade Families,	





Yesterday, each student was able to put together a grass house with the help of our two wonderful room parents, Mrs. Bracy and Mrs. Sanders. The houses will stay in the classroom for two weeks before going home with students. I am hoping each child will have a healthy layer of grass growing on his/her house and lawn in that time. The houses are adorable and I think you will agree once you have a chance to see them. 


This week we had the pleasure of welcoming a new member to our classroom. Alexandra Blake joins us all the way from South Carolina. The kids were so excited about getting a new student on Wednesday and did a wonderful job in making her feel welcome.


Next week’s Literacy Place reading selection is titled, Just a Dream by Chris Van Allsburg. In this fantasy, a boy learns that his actions have consequences. Students will have an opportunity to evaluate the author’s viewpoint, form an idea about the author’s attitude toward protecting the environment through text and illustrations. We will review using apostrophes in contractions and will also spend some time reviewing verbs. Spelling words consist of words with the /schwa/ sound. Next week we will also do some comparisons of other stories written by Chris Van Allsburg to get a sense of the author’s style of writing.   


Students continue to work on their health research article and are also looking for online images related to their disease/illness. The images will be used in the student presentations. I will update the articles and notes on Fridays for those students wishing to work on their project at home. Please remember that your child will NOT be able to save his/her project on the intranet. Rather, it must be saved on a computer at home or on a flash drive and sent via e-mail to my e-mail address or your child’s gaggle e-mail account.  


Next week we will spend more time practicing division of two-digit numbers. We should be ready for two chapter tests by the end of next week. Our next area of study will include two and three-dimensional figures.  


Mrs. Bracy and I have purchased potted flowers to plant in front of the school. We hope to put these flowers into the ground next Thursday morning at 9AM. It would be a wonderful opportunity for parents to take part in helping to beautify the school and giving it a more spring-like appearance by planting a potted flower with your child.
