I would like to extend my appreciation to Mrs. Bracy, Mrs. Sanders, Mrs. Perrie, and Mr. Cooper who took some time to share their gardening expertise with the students and were able to join in on the fun. Also, a special thank you goes to Mrs. Bracy who purchased the flowers and to Ms. Freeman for her assistance with the gardening. Thank you also to the students who also helped by bringing in gardening supplies for the event.


The grass seeds on the houses have been sprouting and showing signs of spring with their wonderful blades of green. The students have been checking on them on a daily basis and making sure to keep them moist so the grass will continue to sprout. At the end of next week, students will be able to take their houses home. We will keep them in the plastic bags they have been growing in and your child can continue caring for his/her house at home. 


Next week’s Literacy Place reading selection is titled …If Your Name was Changed at Ellis Island by Ellen Levine. In this historic nonfiction, students can get a better understanding of the experiences immigrants encountered when they arrived at Ellis Island. Students will have an opportunity to evaluate the author’s viewpoint and gain an understanding of the theme of the story through the author’s message. We will work on using context and picture clues in the story, make inferences, and identify main ideas and details. We will review the use of comparative adjectives in writing. Spelling words will consist of two-syllable words.  


Most students are nearly finished their health research article and are close to finding all the images they need for their presentation. The due date for the research article and for finding images is April 30th. We will continue using the computer lab at school to finish up these projects. Students will be spending time in May preparing their presentation. 


In last week’s newsletter, I mistakenly said that our next area of study would be two and three-dimensional figures. We have two more chapters on multiplication and division and they will include multiplication of two-digit numbers and dividing three-digit numbers. Please excuse my error.
