During Monday’s third grade question and answer session with Black Lagoon author Mike Thaler, our class presented him with an anthology of stories each student had written in the style that the author uses. 


When we return from Spring Break, we will begin the sixth and final unit in Literacy Place. The final until consists of reading selections centered around the theme of community and how a community improves through the contributions of individuals. The first story, titled On the Day Peter Stuyvesant Sailed into Town is a narrative poem, written by Arnold Lobel. The poem gives students an opportunity to draw conclusions about the actions taken by citizens to clean up their communities. Concepts we will focus on relate to using prior knowledge to evaluate the text and illustrations, and drawing conclusions about the plot, characters, and setting. We will work on identifying and using linking verbs and continue to review other parts of speech including: nouns, verbs, adjectives, adverbs, and pronouns in addition to simple and complete subjects and predicates. Spelling words consist of words with the long /o/ sound. 


Students are now working on drafting an informative health article on the disease/illness they have chosen to study. All notes and articles have been updated this week and I will make sure to put each student’s latest copy of the health research on the intranet prior to the start of the spring break. Some students have found it necessary to go back and look for more information on their topic in order to write a good article. Please remember that anytime your child works on his/her project away from school, it must be saved either on a computer at home and sent via e-mail to my e-mail address or your child’s gaggle e-mail account. Students may also save their work on a flash drive and bring it in to school. 


We will continue learning strategies and looking at patterns to multiply and divide larger numbers. Over the break, your child can work on improving their memorization of multiplication and division facts through 10. We will soon be learning about various methods for multiplying larger numbers. 


In science, we will continue learning about living things and their environments. Some spring projects are in the works. I hope you all have a relaxing, yet enjoyable week with your child.								~Ms. Barker~
