	Next week’s Literacy Place selection, On the Pampas, is a personal narrative about a young girl’s summer adventures at her grandparents’ ranch. We will use this reading selection to focus on identifying the author’s viewpoint and theme, making predictions, identifying main ideas and details, and using picture clues. Grammar work next week will include the use of linking verbs and distinguishing between exclamation and command sentences. Spelling words are all homophones and can be found on the back of the newsletter.   


This week, Ms. Barker’s class has been working on writing skills. We are working on various ways to write good sentences. Eventually, we will be ready to start a creative writing piece that will be published.  


Mr. Saunders’ class has been adapting this week’s story into a puppet show. The class hopes to hold a puppet performance for the parents after ample practice.
