	Next week students will be given the Unit 1 Literacy Place test which will cover reading skills, writing, grammar, and study skills introduced in Unit 1. We will also begin a new unit to include stories on problem solving. The next selection, The Checker Players, is a fictional story about two friends who realize they have a problem to solve when they decide they want to play together. We will use this reading selection to focus on identifying the characters’ traits, motives, and feelings. We will use indirect clues to help us predict how a character will behave. Grammar work next week will include the use of comparative adjectives and capitalizing proper nouns. Spelling words are all short /o/ and short /u/ words and can be found on the back of the newsletter.    


Mr. Saunders’ class is still finalizing their puppet show performance and will continue to practice next week. Ms. Barker’s class continues to work on the components of creative story writing and hopes to have her students begin an adventure story next week.  


Today, Mr. Saunders’ class reviewed for the chapter 3 and 5 math tests which will be given on Monday. Ms. Barker’s class took the chapter 3 posttest this week and will be taking the chapter 5 posttest on Monday. Both classes will begin chapters 4 and 6 next week on adding and subtracting greater numbers. Please continue to work on these addition and subtraction concepts at home with your child.  


In social studies, both third grade classes continue to practice using map scales. We are also learning about other important features on maps.     


Mr. Saunders’ class took the chapter 5 health test today and is in the process of finishing up an assessment activity for chapter 6.
