Pinworms are a communicable disease that often affects children birth to age 5. Most pinworms are caused by touch of something that has the pinworms. Another way that pinworms are caused is by transferring the female’s eggs to the mouth without notice or the female’s eggs may float any where on the body.  The most common symptom is itchiness around the anus system or itchiness around any other part of the body. The symptom of pinworms that you get from raccoons is very dangerous brain damage.
