	Causes of the Illness/Disease:

Oil in poison ivy called urushiol. That gives an allergic reaction. Poison ivy has compound leaves. Poison Ivy in  each leaf is made up of distinct parts, called leaflets. On each leaf there are one leaflet at the end of the leaf stalk (or petiole) and two leaflets opposite each other below the first. It  is called a trifoliate pattern.  The two lower leaflets have very short stalks and are often shaped like  mittens, with a lobe on one side.
