Book Report #4 Requirements
Required Genre:  Non-Fiction  

Required Level: Lexile level no less than 700.  You can check the lexile level of books at http://www.lexile.com/.  Mr. Saunders can check the lexile level of the book you want to read or he can suggest a book. You may also wish to use the five-finger rule to make sure the story is right for you.
Timeline

December 12, 2008 – Suggested date for book to be read
December 19, 2008 – Suggested date for work to be completed
January 5-9, 2009 – Rehearse and prepare for the presentation at home
January 12-16, 2009 – Student presentations (order of students TBA in January)

Requirements
1. Select a nonfiction book (not an encyclopedia or reference book) to read. Make sure it is a book you have never read before. It should be about a 700 lexile.  You can use the 5-finger rule if you’re not sure of the lexile. 
2. Make a poster or other visual aid with the following:

· Your name

· Book title

· Author, authors, or editor of your book
· Five interesting facts you learned from the book (Use complete sentences). 
· Your visual aid should be visually appealing.  You may use a poster, power point, PhotoStory 3, video clips, etc.  If you make a poster, you may consider using some of the following: crayons, markers, paint, colored paper, stickers, cut out from magazines, printed pictures etc…
· The visual aid should have writing with font large enough to be read from the other side of the classroom.

3. Each student will be required to give a 4 to 7 minute presentation. This may be video taped (DVD or VHS format only please) or given “live” in class.  You should be creative with your presentation.  Consider dressing in costume and acting in character to make your presentation interesting as well as informative. You should use note cards while giving your presentation even if you feel you don’t need them (this is a 5th grade standard).  You should use good speaking skill while delivering your report.  You can make some parts amusing or use a character voice, but your humor should not go so far that your report becomes silly. 
4.  Make sure that you review the book report score sheet.  This will tell you exactly how your report will be graded.  Please ask Mr. Saunders if you have any questions.  

5. High-Tech Projects - You are responsible for taking care of your own technology issues.  In other words, please do not expect Mr. Saunders to reformat your video or prepare anything beyond a TV and VCR or DVD player. We can also project your video using a computer, but it must be in a format that can be viewed by Windows Media Player.
